A: Remove diffuser from housing by sliding diffuser to one side, then lift up opposite side over flange as shown.

B: Remove wireway from housing by squeezing sideway to disengage from retaining slots.
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A: Remove knockout from center of fixture housing as shown.

B: With power off, lift fixture housing to ceiling, centering knockout over outlet box and parallel to walls. Mark ceiling
with pencil for mounting holes through (2) 1/4" x 3/8" slots. Drill 1/8" pilot hole at each location (if drill did not
encounter ceiling joist, enlarge hole in ceiling to accommodate toggle bolt).

A: With power off, hold fixture up to outlet box and pull wires into fixture housing through the knockout hole.

B: Secure fixture housing at each end to ceiling with #10 wood screws or toggle bolts, depending on structural
conditions.

A. With power off, insert the black and white supply wires securely into the yellow plug-in driver connector (black to
